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JO CARTER SHARES HER OLYMPIC EXPERIENCE

I have been skating now for 22yrs. | have been to 2 Olympic games — the first being Nagano
in 1998, after which | was injured for a number of years before | qualified to compete in
Torino last month.

| had a pretty rocky lead up to the games. I'd qualified 12months previous from the figure
skating world championships and was training all year towards that spot on the Olympic
team.

However, a series of legal appeals began against my nomination in November last year and
continued right up until the day before | was scheduled to enter the village in Italy. Physi-
cally, | was coping well with training, things were going to plan and both Galina and | were
very happy with my skating. But mentally | was drained. Not the way you want to be feeling
going into the most important event of your life.

The start of my trip was a little stressful also. When | arrived into Italy | found myself without
skates. | had 2 pairs with me...the pair | was wearing, and a spare pair (just in case) and
both pairs had gone missing along with my luggage. For two days | was at an Olympic
Games with no skates. | don’t think | have ever experienced a stronger feeling of relief when
they arrived into the village.

When that was finally behind me, the experience of the Olympics itself was incredible. A
second Olympic games was a dream come true for me, and it was the culmination of eight
years of hard work and determination. | had been looking forward to the opening ceremony
for months, and it lived up to every expectation. | don’t think there is any other feeling like
walking into a packed stadium behind the Australian flag. For me, it made the last 8yrs worth
it. Part of me still can’t believe | have experienced it twice now.

There were 3 villages during the games, and each one was at least an hour away from the
others. | was based in the main village in Torino. Village life pretty much consists of eating,
sleeping and training. There are internet facilities, games rooms and DVD lounges to keep
the athletes occupied as well. And while the hype of an Olympic games is evident all through
the city, the village is a little removed from that, and the atmosphere tends to be very fo-
cused. There were only 7 Aussie athletes in my village, myself and 6 speed skaters.

Because the villages were so spread out, and because my competition was at the end of the
games, | wasn'’t able to head up into the mountains and see any of the other Aussies com-
pete. But | did get out to watch our speed skaters race. For me, watching other Australians
compete is one of the best experiences of the games.

The team also receives a great deal of support from people back home as well. Every day
there is a steady influx of well-wishes via the hero-fax’s or emails. People who don’t know
us, yet have taken the time to sit down and write a couple of sentences to wish us all the
best and tell us how proud they are of what you are doing. In many ways, it's the small
things like that, that make it all worth while.

My competition came on day 11. We start off with the short program. | was feeling good and
skating well. But it just didn’t happen on the night. | was devastated with my performance
and the result. For the first time in my life | didn’t qualify from the short program to compete
in the free program. It was a huge disappointment for me and my coach, Galina. Watching
the free program was possibly the hardest thing | have ever had to do in my career, but |
also believe it was the most useful. | was able to see exactly what it is the judges are looking
for under our new judging system, and where | really do belong within that group of girls
competing at an international level. And so, while the Olympics were hugely disappointing to
me as an athlete, they have the potential to be a pivotal point in my career...a catalyst for
change.




The great thing about having such a small team (our winter team was our largest ever this
year with 40 athletes, but still small compared to the 250 in a summer team) is that it is a
real ‘family’ feeling. It was great to be able to talk to other more experienced athletes and get
their advice about how to approach the rest of my career, and how to deal with my 2006
Olympic experience.

In the last few days of the games, | did manage to go to a hockey match with a few other
girls from the team, and also spent some time with my family and friends who had made the
trip over from home and from the UK.

With respect to my own skating, Torino was a huge learning curve for me. And while | had
planned to retire and move on after these games, | can'’t leave the sport on such a bad note.
So, at this point, I'm heading back into training and looking towards the 2010 Olympics. As
an athlete | don’t feel | have reached my full potential...and while the drive and desire are
still there, | owe it to myself to keep pursuing my goals.

Sport is sport. It can give you the highest of highs and the lowest of lows...and that’s why |
love it so much!

A HUGE thank you to everyone who sent me good luck wishes while | was in Torino...it is
always a great feeling to hear from people back home and know how have people support-
ing you throughout the competition. To everyone who sent well wishes by email, text mes-
sages and cards-thanks a million -I really do appreciate it.

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In addition to NSWISA's General Code of Behaviour, as a
skater/participant in any activity held by or under the auspices of NSWISA or an
Affiliated Club you must meet the following requirements in regard to your con-
duct during any such activity or event:

1. Respect the rights, dignity and worth of fellow skaters, coaches, officials and
spectators.
2. Refrain from conduct which could be regarded as harassment towards fellow
skaters and coaches.
3. Do not tolerate acts of aggression.
4. Respect the talent, potential and development of fellow skaters and competi-
tors.
5. Care for and respect the equipment provided to you as part of your program.
6. Be frank and honest with your coach concerning illness and injury and your
ability to train fully within the program requirements.
7. At all times avoid intimate relationships with your coach.
8. Conduct yourself in a professional manner relating to language, temper and
punctuality.
9. Maintain high personal behaviour standards at all times.
10. Abide by the rules and respect the decision of the judges and officials, mak-
ing all appeals through the formal process and respecting the final decision.
11. Be honest in your attitude and preparation to training. Work equally hard for
yourself and your team.
12. Cooperate with coaches and staff in development of programs to adequately
prepare you for competition at the highest level. Parent/Guardian Code of Behav-
iour

In addition to NSWISA’'s General Code of Behaviour, as a parent/guardian
of a skater/participant in any activity held by or under the auspices of NSWISA or
an Affiliated Club, you must meet the following requirements in regard to your
conduct during any such activity or event:
1. Remember that your child participates in sport for their own enjoyment, not
yours.
2. Focus on your child’s efforts and performance rather than winning or losing.
3. Never ridicule or yell at your child and other children for making a mistake or
losing a competition.
4. Show appreciation for good performance and skilful plays by all skaters
(including fellow competitors).
5. Respect officials’ decisions and teach children to do likewise.
6. Do not physically or verbally abuse or belittle anyone associated with the sport
(skater, coach, judge, etc).
7. Respect the rights, dignity and worth of every person regardless of their gen-
der, ability, cultural background, or religion or sexual orientation.

8. Support all efforts to remove verbal and physical abuse from sporting activities.
